Itôs always wonderful to be in Sea Isle City ï especially during this time of year, when each day brings new 
people to town and smiling faces can be found everywhere you turn.  The promise of summer is in the air, and 
I am constantly reminded of how fortunate I am to live in a fine community such as ours.  
 
If you were here during Memorial Day Weekend, you know we had picture-perfect weather and that many 
people were in town to enjoy ñthe unofficial start of summer.ò It was truly one of the best holiday weekends 
anyone could hope for. Unfortunately, however, Mother Nature was not as cooperative on Memorial Day 
Monday as she was earlier in the weekend.  Nonetheless, our annual Memorial Day Ceremony was a great 
success, even though rain showers forced us indoors to the public school gym. Iôd like to thank the many 
people who helped honor our nationôs fallen military heroes on May 30th, including Commander Chick Haines, 
Ladies Auxiliary President Marie Gardner and Chaplin Vince Conte from VFW Post 1963 ï along with the 
many other veterans who were in attendance.

CITY COUNCILôS MESSAGE: 
 
The May 31 City Council meeting opened with a report from Council regarding a current public art project that 
involves murals being painted on electrical panel boxes along Landis Avenue.  Additionally, the Council 
complimented the Administration for the preparations that took place prior to ï and the overall success of ï the 
recent Memorial Day Weekend. Unfortunately, due to inclement weather, this yearôs Memorial Day service had 
to be moved indoors.  Nonetheless, rain could not dampen the spirit of that annual event, which is always very 
well attended by the public.  
 
City Council also received a very thorough and satisfactory report on Sea Isleôs current school budget from 
Board of Education President Dan Tumolo. During his presentation, Mr. Tumolo informed Council that the 
school board is supporting the creation of student programs that focus on Wellness, Suicide Prevention, Drug 
Awareness, Creative Innovation, and S.A.T. Preparation Reimbursement. Additionally, Mr. Tumolo stated that 
of the 188 students residing in Sea Isle City, 83 attend the Ocean City School District, 43 attend Bishop 
McHugh Regional Catholic School, and the rest attend Wildwood Catholic, Saint Augustine and Holy Spirit 
High Schools. Council was also very interested to learn that 75% of our students attending the Ocean City 
School District are on the honor roll.  
 
Also on May 31, two ordinances were introduced on first reading: Bond Ordinance 1592, which appropriated 
$560,000 for a new fire truck; and Ordinance 1593, which amends parking requirements in certain sections of 
town.  Both ordinances are scheduled for second reading, public hearing and final adoption on June 14 ï as is 
Ordinance 1591, which was introduced on May 25 with a proposed amendment to the current Floor Area Ratio 
(FAR) requirements for new construction homes.  
 

Each of the Resolutions on the May 31 Consent Agenda were approved unanimously by City Council, 
including several resolutions that authorized new labor contracts for various municipal employees.  Those labor 
contracts, which had been negotiated throughout the past winter and spring, will be valid until December 2018.  
The employee salaries agreed upon in the new contracts are provided for in the Cityôs budget.  
 
Our next City Council meeting will take place on June 14 at 10:00 a.m. in Council Chambers.

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PROJECT UPDATES: 
 
 
In accordance with our typical practice, now that the summer season is here, we try to limit the 
amount of construction taking place on public property, in order to minimize the disruption to our 
residents and visitors, as for many, this time of the year is precious.  We also are in the process of 
preparing and putting into place plans for the next round of capital improvements throughout the City.  
As these projects move forward through the design, bidding, and construction phases, we will 
continue to provide you with updates on their progress. 
 
 
Beach Replenishment: 
 
In April, sand pumping operations concluded in Sea Isle City.  The City received over 900,000 cubic yards of 
sand as part of the refill operations, which were undertaken following the past fall and winter norôeasters.  This 
was in addition to the roughly 2-million cubic yards of sand received during the initial beach fill in 2015.  The 
downtown beaches fronting the Promenade were substantially widened beyond the original design with this 
refill.  
 
There remains some corrective work to dune crossovers damaged by winter storms, which will be taking place 
into the summer ï but this should not impede access to any beaches.  Our Public Works Department will be 
performing maintenance work on beach accesses and will coordinate with the contractors to ensure beach 
accesses are in good shape.  In any event, all beaches will be open for the coming season. 

 
Utility Reconstruction, 36th & 37th Streets (Fall 2015 construction): 
 
On March 26, 2015, Council awarded a bid to Garden State General Construction in the amount of 
$431,353.40 for the utility reconstruction of 36th Street & 37th Street from Cini Street to Landis Avenue.  As of 
this date, all work has been completed.  Due to the inclement weather over the winter the area did not have 
sufficient time to settle, therefore, the City will reconstruct the streets in early fall. 
 

Utility Reconstruction, various streets: 
 
On October 27, 2015, Council awarded a bid to RTW Construction of Southampton, New Jersey in the amount 
of $744,713 for utility reconstruction at the following locations: 
 

¶ 47th Street from Landis Avenue to Promenade ï substantially completed. 

¶ 49th Street from Landis Avenue to Promenade-substantially completed. 

¶ 65th Street from Landis Avenue to Central Avenue 

¶ 65th Street from Landis Avenue to Pleasure Avenue ï substantially completed. 

¶ 69th Street from Landis Avenue to Central Avenue ï in progress, with completion shortly. 

¶ 76th Street from Landis Avenue to Pleasure Avenue ï substantially completed. 
 
Work to install a new sanitary main, sanitary laterals, new water main and water services on 47th, 49th, and 65th 
from Landis to Pleasure is substantially completed.  
Work to install new water main & sanitary main, sanitary laterals and water services on 69thth is underway.  All 
uncompleted work will resume in the fall.  The photo below of 69th Street was taken on June 8é 



 
 

Roadway Reconstruction Program ï various streets: 
 
On March 15, 2016, City Council awarded a bid to Ricky Slade Construction, Inc. of Bridgeton New Jersey in 
the amount of $299,437.50 for road reconstruction at the following locations: 
 

¶ 44th Street from Landis Avenue to the Promenade ï substantially completed 

¶ 46th Street from Landis Avenue to the Promenade ï substantially completed 

¶ 56th Street from Landis Avenue to the Promenade ï substantially completed 

¶ Roadway elevation on selected areas of 44th Street and Venicean Road ï substantially 
completed 

 
This project is substantially completed; the project is being closed out. 
 

Bulkhead Construction, 80th Street and 93rd Street: 
 
On August 25, 2015, City Council awarded a contract to Colonnelli Brothers, Inc. of Hackensack, New Jersey 
in the amount of $199,880 for the construction of bulkheads at the above locations. Larsen Marine, Inc. has 
been hired as a subcontractor.  After some delays, the mobilization of this project occurred on March 15.  The 
93rd Street location is substantially completed.  The 80th Street Bulkhead is substantially completed.  Punch list 
items will be addressed shortly. 
 

Sea Isle Boulevard: 
 
The Cape May County Board of Chosen Freeholders, at their May 13, 2014 meeting, awarded a $12.7 million 
contract to South State, Inc. for the Sea Isle Boulevard Improvement project that will raise the roadway by 
approximately 4.5-feet and otherwise reconstruct Sea Isle Boulevard.   
 
Traffic has been diverted to the south side of the boulevard; and the contractor has placed fill on the north side 
of the causeway to an average height of about 6.5-feet, which is 2-feet higher than the eventual height of the 
completed roadway.  The additional 2-feet, which will be removed prior to the next construction phase, is 
surcharge to compress the underlying layers of soil.  The goal is to obtain as much settlement as possible prior 
to paving on top of the new fill.  
 
The current plan is to start paving of the north side this coming fall.  The entrance to the northbound parkway 
has been reconfigured in order to provide room for eastbound vehicles to travel around vehicles making a left 



turn onto the parkway entrance.  Motorists are advised to be aware of the revised traffic patterns in the 
construction zone and the reduced speed limit.  

 
Streetscape Improvement on Landis Avenue: 
 
On September 8, 2015, Council awarded a bid to Think Pavers Hardscaping, of Swedesboro, NJ, in the 
amount of $796,648.33 for streetscape improvements on Landis Avenue from 43rd Street to 39th Street.  This 
project includes various aspects of beautification which includes new sidewalks, paver crosswalks, traffic 
striping, lighting, sod, stone mulching, various tree plantings & tree grates, benches and bike racks.  The block 
from JFK to 40th Street was previously completed as part of the JFK Gateway Project. Punch list items are in 
progress and Landis Avenue is now open to all vehicular traffic. 

 
Public Works Maintenance Garage ï 80th Street & Central: 
 
On March 23, 2016, Council awarded a bid to Archetto Construction, of Vineland, NJ, to replace the roof, 
siding and insulation at this location.  Work will commence once all permits are in place and materials have 
been secured.  

 
Sea Isle Ambulance Corps Building: 
 
On November 18, 2015, a bid was accepted from Baruffi, Bros. Inc., of Vineland, for needed stucco work to the 
exterior of the Volunteer Ambulance Corps building in the amount of $9,975.  Due to the need for warmer 
weather conditions, work did not begin until April 8, 2016; and is progressing as weather permits.  The Public 
Works Department is also doing exterior improvements to the garage door surrounds, sanding and painting 
exterior doors, and necessary interior repairs to this facility. The stucco work as of this date has been 
completed. 

 
Sea Isle Branch of the Cape May County Library: 
 
The Department of Public Works (in conjunction with the County Library System, Environmental Commission 
and the Shade Tree Committee) has been working hard to enhance the landscaping at the 4800 Central 
Avenue site.  This includes parking lot and walkway improvements.  Phase One included grading, irrigation, 
sod, shrub and trees.  Also included were two Terrapin gardens for nesting purposes.  Signage is on order to 
explain their nesting habits including ñfun factsò.  This portion was in cooperation with Cameron Day, of Sea 
Isle Boy Scout Troop 76, for his Eagle Scout Project.  Public Works employees and Cameron cooperated with 
the historical museum to redo the memorial garden, including a water feature, enhancements to the 
landscaping and restoration of the mast and statue.  More improvements are upcoming with many beautiful 
additions to that area planned.

MASTER PLAN RE-EXAMINATION: 
 
The Planning Board sub-committee has received and reviewed the initial draft of the Re-Examination Report, 
which was prepared by Maser Consulting. The next step is to include comments from the sub-committee in the 
draft, and then forward it to the full Planning Board.  
 
The Planning Board will hold a special meeting in July to review the draft (that meeting will be open to the 
public and publicized as soon as a meeting date is determined). It is anticipated that the final Master Plan Re-
Examination document will be completed in the August/September timeframe, and a public hearing will be held 
for all to review and comment at that time.

HOW YOU CAN HELP TERRAPIN TURTLES 
 
Did You Know: 
 
Diamondback Terrapin Turtles are currently in their Nesting Season (mid-May to mid-July) ï so please be on 
the look-out for female Terrapins crossing our busy roads as they search for nesting spots. Since only one out 
of 1000 Terrapin eggs hatch and reach adulthood, you can help them to thrive by driving slowly and safely 
breaking for turtles. Remember: Terrapins play a very important role in the local eco-system.  
 
What You Can Do:  
 
If you see a turtle nesting anywhere in town, keep your distance and give her plenty of room to work. Then, 
please report any new turtle nest to Sea Isle Terrapin Rescue (263-7358) so they can place an ñAnti-Predatorò 
cage over the nest.   
 
If you feel comfortable helping a turtle cross the road, please remember to carry her in the same direction she 
was traveling. Most importantly, always remember ñSafety Firstò and use caution whenever youôre crossing a 
street.  
 
If you see an injured turtle, please call Sea Isle Terrapin Rescue (263-7358) or the Wetlands Institute (609-
368-1211) and tell them what you saw. They may be able to help the struggling Terrapin.  
 
Check-Out the Turtle Gardens:  
 
Behind the Sea Isle City Library, located at 48th Street and the Bay, there are two new ñTurtle Gardensò (man-
made habitats, where female Terrapins can create nests). The Turtle Gardens can be viewed from the libraryôs 
second floor deck, but they are off-limits to people and pets ï so please keep dogs out of the Turtle Gardens.  
 
Baby Terrapin Release: 
 
At 9:30 a.m. on Saturday, June 25, Jugglefish Art Gallery & Studio on 63rd Street will host a special event 
featuring information about Terrapin Turtles and a ñTurtle Art Projectò for people of all ages.  Afterwards, follow 
members of Sea Isle Terrapin Rescue on a short walk to the marshes behind Dealy Field, where baby Terrapin 
Turtles will be released into the wild. The rain date for this event is June 26.

45th to 70th Street = Monday & Thursday 
71st to 94th Street = Tuesday & Friday 
 

Donôt Forget: The City will not collect carpeting or other construction materials, propane tanks, tires or 
batteries. Sea Isle City is a Single Stream Recycling Community, which means residents can combine all of 
their recyclable materials (paper, cans, glass and plastics) in one curbside collection bin. Recycling is not just a 
good ideaéitôs the law in Sea Isle City. 

 
Sea Isle Cityôs Trash and Recycling Depot, located next to the Bridge on JFK Boulevard, is open seven 
days a week (7:15 a.m. - 2:45 p.m.). The Depot will be closed on holidays (except New Yearôs Day, Presidents 
Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day and Labor Day). The Depot will accept drop-offs of trash and recycling, 
however Bulk Trash is not accepted at that location.

BIKING OR WALKING?  IMPORTANT INFO YOU SHOULD KNOW:  
 

Attention Pedestrians: 
--By law, pedestrians must cross streets at corners and intersections. Failure to obey pedestrian 
signals and use crosswalks at signaled intersections comes with a $54 fine.   
--Be on the lookout for vehicles turning right on red ï always look left, right, and left again before 
crossing any street.  
--Be visible when walking at night and in inclement weather.  
--Only walk sober.  
--Eliminate all distractions while walking, such as texting and talking on the phone. 

Attention Bicyclists: 
--Bicyclists must follow the rules of the road (stop at stop signs, yield to pedestrians in crosswalks, 
etc.).  
--New Jersey law requires anyone under age 17 who rides a bicycle, is a passenger on a bicycle, or 
is towed as a passenger by a bicycle to wear a safety helmet (N.J.S.A. 39-4-10.1). 
--Children should only ride bikes that fit their size ï not bikes they will ñgrow into.ò  
--No one should ride a bike at night without bicycle lights, N.J.S.A. 39-4-10 (a white light on the front 
and a red light on the rear of your bike) ï and always wear brightly-colored clothing at night (reflective 
clothes and reflective strips are ideal).  
--A bell or other warning device is a legal requirement in New Jersey. It will probably not be heard by motor 
vehicle drivers, but it is useful as a warning and as a courtesy to alert other bicyclists and pedestrians of your 
approach (N.J.S.A. 39:4-11). 
--Everyone should keep their bikes tuned-up and functioning properly.
